1 General Appearance
Contributions to the 10th International Symposium on Reliability Engineering and Risk Management (ISRERM2026), 28 June–1 July 2026 must be written in English. Authors are encouraged to have their contributions checked for grammar. American spelling should be used.  Abbreviations are allowed but must be spelled out in full the first time they are used. Integers ten and below are to be spelt out. Italicize foreign language phrases (e.g. Latin, French). The manuscript should not exceed six pages, with a minimum of four pages. The manuscript should be submitted via Confit author page at https://isrerm.confit.atlas.jp/login, in PDF format by 31 March 2026. Please refer to the conference website: https://ec-mice.com/ISRERM2026/ for more details.


2 Title, Author and Affiliation
The title should be written in bold, 14 pt Times New Roman font in sentence case, with only the first letter and proper nouns capitalized. The authors' names should be listed in 10 pt Times New Roman, followed by superscript affiliation numbers. List each affiliation on a separate line, including the department, institution, address and country. The authors’ email addresses should be included below their respective affiliations. Both the affiliations and email addresses should be in italic 10 pt Times New Roman font. Indicate the corresponding author with an asterisk (*).


3 The Main Text and Important Considerations of the Paper
The text should be typed in 10 pt Times New Roman font and single spaced. A4 size paper can be used. The trim size is 297 mm (height) x 210 mm (width). The text area includes the running title and the footer at the bottom with 253 mm deep and 166 mm wide. The entire text is in a single-column format, except for the abstract. Final pagination and insertion of running titles will be done by the publisher. Authors are encouraged to use this MS-WORD template. If you are not using this template, please ensure that the page dimensions are followed accurately.


4 Major Headings 
Major headings, including sub-headings and sub-subheadings, should be written in bold in title case. Leave an additional 6 pt space after the major heading and a single line space before.

4.1    Sub-headings
Sub-headings should be italic bold. Only capitalize the first letter of the first word. Do not leave any additional space after sub-headings but leave one space before.

4.1.1    Sub-subheadings
Sub-subheadings should be italic bold, capitalizing only the first letter of the first word. Ensure that no heading, sub-heading, or sub-subheading appears on its own on the last line. Do not leave a line space after sub-headings but leave a space before them.

4.1.2    Numbering and Spacing of Headings
All sections, sub-sections and sub-subsections are numbered uniformly using Arabic numerals.  Leave two spaces after the end of the numbering and at the beginning of the heading text.  
Flush left all paragraphs that follow section headings. Subsequent paragraphs should be indented.

4.1.3    List of Items
Lists may be laid out with each item marked by a bullet point:

Item two

Leave a 6 pt space before and after the bullets.

4.1.4    Equations
The equations are typeset in 10 pt, centered. Equation numbers must be right-aligned, with open and closed parentheses (see Eq. (1)). 
Displayed equations should be centered on the page measure and have at least 8 pt of empty space above and below them. Equations should be numbered consecutively in the paper, with the number set flush right and enclosed in parentheses, as shown below:

Equations should be referred to in the text in abbreviated form (e.g. Eq. (1) or Eq. (2)). 
Conventional symbols should be adopted and used consistently. There is no constraint on the use of units. Standard English letters such as x should be italicized as x in the text if they are used as mathematical symbols. Punctuation marks should be used at the end of equations as if they appeared directly in the text.


5 Figures and Photographs
Figures should be inserted into the text as close as possible to their first reference, but definitely within the same section. The text in the figures should be large enough to ensure readability. 
Leave a line space before and after the figure caption. Leave one line space between the text and the start of the figure. Figures must be anchored so that they move with the text, and they must be sequentially numbered using Arabic numerals. Figures captions in 9 pt font must be placed below the figure. Figures should be placed at the top or bottom of the page. Please prepare figures as high-resolution (300 dpi) half-tone illustrations or images. Half-tone pictures must be sharp enough for reproduction; otherwise, they will be rejected.
All authors must confirm that their tables and figures are their own work. Previously published figures must be accompanied by written permission from the author and publisher.

6 Tables

In all cases, tables must be anchored so that they move with the text.

8 Typesetting
All manuscripts will be processed as submitted, considering them to be camera-ready copies (CRCs). No separate proof will be sent to authors after pagination. Therefore, please adhere to the type size and the trim size specified in Section 1.  


9 Footnotes
Footnotes must be numbered sequentially; select footnotes at the bottom of page by going Insert  Footnote.[footnoteRef:1]  [1: This is a sample footnote. Aim to keep all footnotes within two to three lines. Footnotes take up space, so use them sparingly.] 
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This section and its heading (unnumbered) should be in 9 pt and precede the appendices and references. Information on dedication and funding may also be included here. 
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References should be typed in a continuous format, using 9 pt Times New Roman font with single line spacing. In the text, references should be cited using the last name of the authors, rather than numbers, e.g. Smith and Hox (1995) and Rameshwaram (1996). The reference list should be arranged in alphabetical order by last name. When multiple references are used at the end of a sentence or within parentheses, enter them as follows: (Joan 1976, Mathew 2005, Roger 2007). Order these references in the text by their year of publication. For journal names, use the standard abbreviations. List references using the style shown in the following examples.
